Tie the perfect hair rig


Alex Bones demonstrates how to tie the perfect hair rig to allow you to present your baits more effectively on the feeder, waggler and even on the pole. 
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	Step1 – Tie a small knot in the end of your line of choice. I use Preston Powerline for all of my hooklengths.
	Step2 – Pass the opposite end of the line through the hook eye ensuring it’s facing towards the hook point.
	Step3 – Pull the line until the loop is sitting at the distance you require. This is largely dictated by the bait you are using.
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	Step4 – Trap the loop where you want it and whip the line down the shank until you’re in line with the hook point.
	Step5 – Pass the end of the line back through the hook eye to trap the whipping in place. Again ensure the tag is line is passed through facing towards the hook point.
	Step6 – Neat and simple. A great way of presenting baits like meat, boilies, pellets, corn etc….
